This measuring guide will help you to accurately measure for Bay or Corner Windows. For Flush Mount Bay or Corner Windows,
refer to the standard measuring guides, specific to your blinds or shades.

Blinds or shades ordered as Bay or Corner Windows will have manufacturing deductions taken off of the ordered width for
proper fit. Refer to the standard measuring guides, specific to your blinds or shades, for how to determine your mount type and
correctly measure shade height. Refer to the following instructions for measuring shade width and the additional information
needed to ensure your Bay or Corner shades are manufactured correctly.
